BE IT ENACTED by the Governor of the State of South Australia, with
the advice and consent of the Parliament thereof, as follows:

Short titles. 1. (1) This Act may be cited as the “Police Offences Act Amendment Act,
1975,

(2) The Police Offences Act, 1953-1974, is hereinafter referred to as *“the
principal Act”.

(3) The principal Act, as amended by this Act, may be cited as the “Police
Offences Act, 1953-1975".

Ensctment of 2. The following section is enacted and inserted in the principal Act

Certainacts 23a. An act consisting of being in an unclad state in an area

dedicated or reserved under any Act for unclad bathing (whether or not
that area is so dedicated or reserved for any other purpose) or an act of
being in an unclad state in any waters adjacent to such an area shall not
of itself be an offence against any Act or law in force in this State.
